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The road to hell is paved with good intentions; the road to health care reform should be
paved with Christ-centered principles, not Obama-centered. Please encourage your bishop
to stand firm on Christ’s principles, the very same principles they endorse in the USCCB’s
Ethical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health Care Services
(http://www.usccb.org/bishops/directives.shtml).
