• ALL successfully hosted and
sponsored our third annual Pro-
life Memorial Day.

• ALL sponsored a three-day Train-
ing and Activism weekend in
Washington D.C. last January
and conducted three other one-
day Training and Activism confer-
ences in three different states.

• I published my new book Saving
Those Damned Catholics, bring-
ing attention to the lack of
authentic Catholic teaching in

America. Thousands of indi-
viduals across the country are
using my book to become
educated on the problems in
the Catholic community with
abortion, contraception, etc.

• ALL continued to ask and peti-
tion the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops to defend
Christ in the Eucharist by
enforcing Canon Law 915.

• ALL sent speakers to over 100 cities
across the United States, spreading the
pro-life message and motivating local

people to become active in
the struggle for life.

• ALL’s resource department
distributed nearly a quarter
of a million pieces of infor-
mational literature, shirts
and other pro-life gear.

• Thanks to ALL’s campaign to shut down
Planned Parenthood’s facilities, Planned Parent-
hood ended the year with just 814 non-express
clinics—Planned Parenthood’s lowest num-
ber since 1986.

• ALL opened a massive
online front in the battle
against Planned Parent-
hood by hitting back with
videos, blogs and a newly
revamped web site.

• Our long-term efforts to
educate elected officials
bore fruit — for the first
time, the House of Repre-
sentatives voted specifically on Planned
Parenthood tax funding. And a record-
level 45% of the
representa t i ves
voted against Plan-
ned Parenthood by
rejecting their annual
demands for federal
taxpayer dollars.

• ALL launched our
Planned Parenthood
Map Room, present-
ing, for the first time,
a single internet site
with a list of the locations for every
Planned Parenthood facility in the
country and the regularly sched-
uled protests at those facilities.

• ALL appeared in national
and grassroots media
over 1,100 times.

• ALL assisted local pro-lifers
with personhood initia-
tives in Georgia, Missouri,
Colorado and Montana.

• ALL took the lead with our fifth annual National
Pro-life T-shirt Day in schools all across the nation.
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
